
 

BOYS / MENS NETBALL 

11&U BOYS: 

BNA = Year 2, 3 and 4 (JuniorNet) and 5, 6 (Primary) 
There are no restrictions for 11&U boys to participate in any netball program. 
There is no limit to the number of boys playing an any team 
This age group is non-competitive, no finals 
 

13&U BOYS: 

BNA = Year 5 and 6 (Primary School level) and 7 (Secondary) 
13&U boys must be allowed to play. 
Individual competitions must choose under what conditions ie) modified rules 
BNA By-Laws   
“In sections where participants are Primary School age, boys participate unrestricted.” 
“In sections where participants are Secondary School age, teams may play with “modified mixed rules” (see below) 

 

13&U POWER representative teams: 
Boys may trial for selection 
Waverley By-Laws:  allow for “up to ONE male on the court at any time” 
However the number of males on the team list is unrestricted 
 

15&U  > Open BOYS: 

BNA = Year 7 and above (Secondary School level) 
Boys may play under our “Modified Mixed” rules = up to 3 in separate thirds  
See By Laws, clause 7(h) 
 

(a) In sections where participants are Secondary School age and over, teams may play with 
“modified mixed” rules as per NV Infonet A5. 

(ie) teams may have up to 3 boys playing at any one time.  If 3 boys are on the court at any        
one time, they must play in separate thirds of the court – (GK/GD - WD/C/WA - GA/GS). 

 

15&U > Open POWER representative teams: 
Boys are not eligible to trial for selection 
These are FEMALE ONLY teams 
Waverley competitions – where our teams are entered - are “female only” from 15&U and above

Junior Development = VSSSA School Championships; Netball Vic School Championships 
M League = Elite Mens and Mixed, played at SNC, Wednesday nights 
Victoria Cyclones = State teams, 17&U – Open teams

competitions provided by the Victorian Mens Netball League. Boroondara Netball Association is currently
